STALLION NEWS

We sent out a note about Tamburlaine’s rise to 
prominence and must now also do justice to others 
sires in our portfolio that are just as hot.

In September Equus Champion filly Captain’s Lover 
added another laurel to her sire Captain Al’s status as 
SA’s record setting stallion. Her win in the Gr3 Prix 
du Pin made this young sire the first ever SA-bred 
stallion to get a Group winner in Europe. This filly 

has never been unplaced. The form was franked when 
the filly that she beat next won a Gr2. Captain’s 
Lover’s 2nd start in France saw her placed in a Gr1 
and she has been flown by Team Valor to USA. Her 
sire had 6 winners in the last week of October which 
pushed his tally for the month to a whopping 15. At 
26th October he heads the log as SA’s leading sire of 
3yo’s by prize money, by number of 3yo winners, by % 
winners as at last weekend by earnings per runner. as 
well He is currently 6th on the overall sires list just a 
shorthead behind Jet Master and Jallad.

The Equus Outstanding Sire of 2006 was Count 
Dubois. With the export of all of his top runners, it 
was to be expected that he would have a quiet spell 
in 2008  – this was further exacerbated by very small 
3rd and 4th crops. His most recent export is Biarritz 
who joins Mike de Kock’s Dubai campaign this year.

Despite his 
current paucity of runners he had a very good trot 
these past few weeks – see the table below:- in 12 
days to 2nd November he had 3 winners and a very 
close 2nd from a handful of runners with a very high 
percentage of earners.

96 runners (combined crops)
58 winners = 61%
76 win and placed = 79%
9 stakes winners 9.4%
19 stakes horses = 20%

Ever consistent champion sire Jallad is one of only four 
sires to have a stakes winner at this stage of the season 
and maintains his status as one of SA’s top five.
